PRESS RELEASE


To mitigate the logistical difficulties faced by Indian nationals as well as foreigners based in Benin, Cameroon and Chad in availing of the consular services, the High Commission of India in Abuja and its Office in Lagos has put in place the following amended procedure with immediate effect:
(i) 
High Commission of India has opened following two accounts to receive the fees from Consular / Passport / Visa applicants from Benin, Cameroon and Chad

(a) No. 0312/324144/002/0051/001 at Sterling Bank Abuja (For those  applying with High Commission in Abuja) and
(b) No. 0240/0321356/002/0051/001 at Sterling Bank Lagos (For those applying with Office of High Commission in Lagos)
(ii)      The applicants are advised to arrange to deposit the precise amount of fee (details available on our website http://indianhcabuja.com) in advance through banking channels into one of the aforementioned accounts depending on the station at which the service are desired. Applicants seeking service from High Commission of India Abuja or Office of High Commission of India in Lagos may deposit the fees in relevant account of Abuja or Lagos as the case may be.
(iii)      A copy of the remittance receipt should be attached to the completed application form with relevant document(s) (such as passport) and mailed/couriered to High Commission of India, Abuja for processing with arrangements for return of the said document to the sender. An email intimation of the despatch to cons.abuja@mea.gov.in or cons.lagos@mea.gov.in  is strongly recommended.
(iv)  
After verification that the amount has been deposited into one of the two High Commission’s Account, the consular service(s) would be rendered on the passport received and the document returned to the applicant.
(v)       While the High Commission takes all due precautions to render the services, it cannot accept any responsibility in this regard.
(vi)       As an alternative, these applicants can also obtain Indian visa during transit at in Addis Ababa at the local Indian Embassy during a working day. To avail of this facility, copies of the completed application form together with the copy of the relevant pages of the passport should be sent by email to the High Commission of India at Abuja at ID: cons.abuja@mea.gov.in at least one week in advance. The High Commission of India in Abuja would then process the application and if found acceptable, intimate the Embassy of India Addis Ababa accordingly. The applicant can then obtain the Indian visa at Addis Ababa on payment of the applicable fee. This way, neither passport nor money needs being sent to Abuja.
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
